Professor Terry Young - Profile:
Professor Terry Young took up the Chair of Healthcare Systems in the Department of Information Systems and Computing (DISC) at Brunel University in October 2001.  Prior to this he worked for 16½ years in industrial R&D and strategy.  He started with simulation of photonic devices and moved into wideband, multi-format systems, and from there into applications of ubiquitous wideband communications.  He had responsibility for European and National collaboratives and went on to run a research division of 25+ staff.
He became very interested in innovation and moved into business development and corporate strategy.  He explored information architectures in an aerospace context and then in healthcare delivery, embracing both communications and radiology.  In his search for IT value in healthcare he developed a number of his key concepts about the role of process in estimating the value of information.  During his industrial career, he authored or co-authored more than 35 papers and was inventor or co-inventor in 8 granted patents.
Prof Young entered academia in order to further his thinking on information flows, and the way in which they relate to value and the processes of care delivery.  He coordinated the successful 5-university, £3.6M bid to EPSRC on the value of medical devices - MATCH.  He is currently building consortium of universities, government funders and industrial sponsors for an initiative worth £5-10M on the value of information and communications.
